Clinical

License, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume
Identification of an individual's strengths, determination of
goals and need for services and supports, and specific
activities to carry out and measure over time.

Assessment

Certified Behavior Analyst (CBA) and

Assessment of the causes of behavior through observation
and analysis; also includes planning, teaching, and
implementing strategies to develop appropriate, healthy
alternative behaviors.

Behavioral Therapy (Behavior
Analysis)

License, Malpractice InsurancePayments for dental care.Dental Service

License, Malpractice Insurance
Includes lab work such as blood tests & urinalysis,
radiology, diagnostic imaging, etc.

Diagnostic Services

License, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume

An assessment used to answer a specific treatment
question.  May include the use of psychometric tools or
tests.  Likely to address a specific domain, i.e.
psychological, education, substance abuse, etc.

Evaluation

License, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume
Goal-directed, face-to-face psychotherapeutic interventions
provided to the family.  May be provided in home or
community.

Family Therapy

License, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume
Goal-directed, face-to-face psychotherapeutic interventions
provided in a group setting.

Group Therapy

License, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume
Goal-directed, face-to-face psychotherapeutic interventions
provided to an individual participant.  May be provided in
home or community.

License, Malpractice Insurance, Resume, and
rostered in Child Parent Psychotherapy (CPP)
or certified in Trauma Focused Cognitive
Behavior Therapy (TF-CBT) or certified in
Parent Child Interaction Therapy (PCIT) or
FAIMH endorsed at the clinical level

Goal directed, face-to-face psychotherapeutic interventions
provided to a child birth to age 3 and the parent/caregiver
focused on enhancing the child-parent/caregiver
relationship, promoting healthy development and secure
attachment.

Infant Mental Health

License, Malpractice Insurance
Payments to clinical/medical providers to cover the cost of
an insurance co-payment.

Medical Insurance Co-Pay

Medical items that are durable or non-durable.  Includes
items such as eyeglasses and non-prescription pharmacy
supplies.

Medical Supplies

License, Malpractice Insurance

The review by a qualified medical professional of relevant
laboratory test results, prior pharmacologic interventions,
and current medication usage, including discussion with
parent or caretaker of any side effects or special
considerations for children.

Medication Assessment and
Management

License, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume
Therapy that addresses the functional needs of an individual
related to the performance of self-help skills; adaptive
behavior; and sensory, motor, and postural development.

Occupational Therapy

License, Malpractice InsurancePayments for prescription medication.Pharmacy Services

License, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume

Therapy that addresses the development, improvement, or
restoration of neuromuscular or sensory motor function;
relief of pain; or control of postural deviation to attain
maximum performance.

Master's degree or Bachelor's degree +
training certificate in field

Specialized classes aimed at helping people to learn about a
broad range of emotional and behavioral difficulties, their
effects, and strategies to deal with them.  May include
groups to address domestic violence, anger management,
substance abuse, parenting, etc.

Psycho-Educational Groups

License, Malpractice Insurance
Payments for regular medical care to improve functioning
and prevent deterioration.

Scheduled Medical Service

License or Certification in Special Therapy
Field, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume

Non-traditional/recreational therapies including art, music,
dance, movement, etc., individually or in a group setting.

Special Therapies

License, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume
Neurological, psychological, developmental, behavioral, and
learning disability evaluations by a qualified professional.

Specialty Assessment

License, Malpractice Insurance, and ResumeEvaluation and treatment of speech-language disorders.Speech Therapy

License or Certified Addictions Professional
(CAP), Malpractice Insurance

Goal-directed, face-to-face psychotherapeutic interventions
dealing with alcohol and drug abuse issues.  May be group
or individual outpatient services or evaluation. Excludes
methadone or other pharmacological therapy.

License, Malpractice Insurance, and Resume if
applicable for services

Service generally described as a CLINICAL service, but
service cannot be specifically defined within other group
codes.

Payment to a professional moving company for household
moving services.

Professional certification in field by a nationally
recognized accrediting body

Services provided in the home or community that focus on
intensive training and coaching in the areas of personal
finance, budgeting, credit and debt management, financial
goal setting and savings.

Financial Coach

Bachelor's degree and training certificate in the
field

Services that focus on the parent's need for instruction and
skill development to maintain or enhance parental
functioning.

Intensive Parent Instruction

Appropriate certification or resume
documenting education/experience in the field

Interpreter and translation services to facilitate
communication on behalf of the child and family.

Active status with the Florida Bar Association

Services provided by a qualified lawyer to resolve specific
concerns related to housing, public benefits, employment,
domestic violence, paternity, child support, guardianship
and adoption as described in the Family Support Plan.

Individualized academic services to reinforce learning and
help participants reach their educational goals or other
school assignments to help participant reach educational
goals.
